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ALL ABOUT EASTER 

The Easter Egg Myth 

When the Easter Bunny comes hopping onto the 
Easter scene this Sunday, heôll be carrying in his 
basket a tradition whose origin is shrouded in 
mystery:  Easter Eggs. 

Just how did the egg become identified with 
Easter? 

ñNobody really knows,ò said Dwight Iverson, 
Candy Merchandiser for the Walgreen Co.  ñAll 
we do know is that ancient mythology elates the 
egg to the beginning of new life and this symbol 
is in keeping with the spirit of the Easter sea-
son.ò 

Iverson explained that the custom of elaborately 
decorating eggs began when the ancient Per-
sians, Greeks and Chinese exchanged them at 
their Spring Festivals, which represented the 
revival of nature after a long winter. 

ñItôs thought that the European customer of col-
oring and decorating eggs began when warriors 
brought them back from the crusades,ò he 
added.  ñIn the Middle Ages many people be-
lieve that a decorated egg had mystical powers 
to heal the body and bring good fortune. 

ñItôs curious,ò related Iverson, ñthat in American 
folklore the Easter Egg is the production of a 
rabbit.  No one even knows where the tradition 
of the Easter Bunny sprang from.  The earliest 
mention of an Easter Bunny custom came to this 
country with German settlers in the 1770ôs.  ñThe 
children prepared nests in hope of finding col-
ored eggs on Easter morning.ò 

The first Easter bunnies of pastry and sugar 
were made in Europe in the early 1880ôs and the 
chocolate rabbit is now a must for the Easter 
basket. 

ñAlthough one of the most charming and enjoy-
able traditional Easter customs is the basket full 
of candy and toys,ò said Iverson, ñwe should all 
remember the spiritual hope that Easter repre-
sents.ò 

WHAT IS THE SIGNIFICANCE 

OF EASTER  SUNDAY?  

This spring festival commemorates the Resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ on the third day after His death 
by crucifixion. 

WHEN DID EASTER SUNRISE SERVICE  

ORIGINATE? 

It originated in 1732 in Germany.  People believed 
that the angels danced on Easter Sunday morning 
and that those who rose early could see them 
dancing. 

HOW DID THE EASTER PARADE BEGIN?  

It started with the Easter Walk, which goes back 
thousands of years and is still a popular custom in 
many European countries.  The faithful chant 
hymns while proceeding from church to open fields.  
A crucifix or Easter candles are usually carried at 
the head of the procession. 

WHY ARE NEW CLOTHES WORN ON  

EASTER SUNDAY?  

During the early Christian centuries, the newly bap-
tized wore white garments of new linen to symbol-
ize new life.  Newness of dress became traditional 
on Easter Sunday, with bright colors and Easter 
bonnets to harmonize with the bloom of nature. 

WHY ARE LILIES ASSOCIATED WITH EASTER?  

The lily, one of the earliest-blooming flowers, came 
to signify the first new life after winterôs sleep.  Be-
cause of its white color, which connotes purity, 
many felt the lily also represented the purification of 
Christ the man which enabled Him to 
 achieve divinity.

March is Womenôs History Month 

National Womenôs History Monthôs roots go back to March 8, 1857, when women from 
New York City factories staged a protest over working conditions.  International Womenôs Day 

was first observed in 1909.  In 1981 Congress established that National Womenôs History Week would 
be commemorated the second week of March.  In 1987, Congress expanded the week to a month. 

Through the year, the status of the worldôs women has been raised.  Some have said that this has been 
due to education and constant appeal for equal rights and responsibilities in all areas of human en-
deavor.  There is no doubt that education and agitation have helped, but it must be acknowledged that 
the rise in womenôs status in the Church and society has been greatly influenced by Christian ideals. 

ABOUT LENT  

The season of Lent originated in the fourth century of the church.  Lent spans 40 weekdays beginning Ash 
Wednesday and goes through Holy Week and Easter, Sunday, April 4, 2010. 

The week before Easter is celebrated as Holy Week which includes Palm Sunday (March 28, 2010) and 
Maundy Thursday (April 1, 2010) and Good Friday (April 2, 2010). 

Originally, Lent was the time of preparation for those who were to be baptized at Easter, the celebration of 
the Resurrection of the Lord.  Today, Lent is marked by a time of prayer and preparation to celebrate 
Easter.  The number ñ40ò is connected with many biblical events, but especially with the forty days Jesus 
spent in the wilderness preparing for his ministry. 

Many Christians use the season of Lent as a period of time for introspection, self-examination and repen-

tance.  Some churches toady observe Lent as a season of fasting on certain days during Lent, especially 

the giving up of alcohol, meat, sweets and other types of food.  Other traditions simply focus on helping 

those in need with food and clothing or giving of money to charities.  Most Christian churches that celebrate 

Lent see it as a time of prayer and repentance.
