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 ASH WEDNESDAY 
On the first day of Lent, pastors in many churches dip a 

finger in ashes (often made by burning palm branches 

from the  previous yearõs Palm Sunday) and make a cross 

on parishionersõ foreheads.  

Godõs people have used ashes as a sign 

of mourning, humiliation and peni-

tence. In the Old Testament,   ashes 

were used as a purification offering. 

The New Testament speaks of repent-

ing in òsackcloth and ashesó (Luke 

10:13, NRSV).  

On Ash Wednesday, Christians are pained because our 

sins - private and public - led to Jesusõ death. With     

repentant hearts, we begin the season of Lent, knowing 

it leads to resurrection on Easter Sunday. 

LENT  

Lent is a forty-day period before Easter. It begins on Ash Wednesday. We skip Sundays when we count the forty 

days, because Sundays commemorate the Resurrection. Lent begins on 22 February 2012 and ends on 7 April 2012, 

which is the day before Easter. 

Lent is a season of soul-searching and repentance. It is a season for reflection and taking stock. Lent 

originated in the very earliest days of the Church as a preparatory time for Easter, when the faithful 

rededicated themselves and when converts were instructed in the faith and prepared for baptism. By 

observing the forty days of Lent, the  Christian imitates Jesusõ withdrawal into the wilderness for 

forty days. 

This number 40 appears many times in Scripture, often indicating a time of trial or testing, or simply    marking 

something significant. It rained 40 days and nights during the Great Flood. Israel wandered in the wilderness for 40 

years. Jesus fasted for 40 days and was with the disciples for 40 days between his         resurrection and ascension. 

Taking this symbolic number to heart, the Christian church has long observed 40 days of Lent (not counting Sun-

days).

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FACTS ABOUT DOMESTIC VIOLENCE  

ü One in four women (25%) has experienced domestic violence in her lifetime. 

ü Between 600,000 and 6 million women are victims of domestic violence each year, and between 
100,000 and 6 million men. 

ü Women ages 20-24 are at the greatest risk of nonfatal intimate partner violence. 

ü Between 1993 and 2004, intimate partner violence on average made up 22% of nonfatal intimate      
partner victimizations against women. The same year, intimate partners committed 3% of all violent 
crime against men. 

ü Separated and divorced males and females are at a greater risk of nonfatal intimate partner violence. 

ü On average, more than three women and one man are murdered by their intimate partners in this  
country every day. 

ü Approximately one in five female high school students reports being physically and/or sexually abused 
by a dating partner. 

ü In a national survey of American families, 50% of the men who frequently assaulted their wives also   
frequently abused their children. 

ü Individuals who are controlling of their partners are much more likely to also be physically assaultive, 
and this holds equally for both male and female perpetrators. 

ü On average, 21% of female victims and 10% of male victims of nonfatal partner violence contact an     
outside agency for assistance. Of those females and males contacting an outside agency, 45% contact a 
private agency
